Altogether there have been so many great things happening at All 

Saints that we could fill a whole magazine talking about everything that 

God is doing in this place. But the work is not done! There is still a lot 

to do and a lot of great events coming up over the next few monthsé 

Looking Forwards:

      If you are worried about a friend or

If the person is in immediate danger or a crime has been committed report to 

the Police on 999. 

If possible, discuss any concerns you have with the person at risk and obtain 

their agreement, where feasible, and safe to do so, before your report abuse 

or neglect. However, there might be circumstances where this is not 

possible, for example, if they lack mental capacity.  

Report concerns with the Manager or Senior Staff of the home or facility 

unless the concerns are about them. 

Keep a record or note of concerns (do not investigate) so that it will make it 

easier for you to report as detailed as possible. 

Report concerns to Lancashire Local Authority on 0300 123 6720 or report

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The History Page, St Georgeõs Two Hundred Years Ago 

By June 1824 the shell of the new chapel of ease, already known 
as St Georgeôs, was complete. This is evident from architect 
Thomas Rickmanôs diary. At the end of May he had signed off 
the masonôs, carpenterôs and iron masterôs expenses. The internal 
plastering was not signed off so presumably was still to be done, 
as one suspects was some of the decoration. 

However the chapel was not consecrated until August 1825, nor 

used for Sunday service until October of that year. It is an 

interesting enquiry for the historian to surmise why there was 

such a delay. This may well be a topic for Heritage Open Days 

during the second 

weekend of September.

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Conservation, Restoration and Repairs ð A continuing 
cycle at St Georgeõs Church  

The amount of ongoing conservation, restoration and repairs 

activities (by the Volunteer Buildings Team) is quite significant, with 

quite a lot of the works very visible to members of the congregation. 

Significant progress has been made on the Reredos Project, 

including the refinishing and staining of the wooden flooring at the 

High Altar. As part of the ongoing works, a decision was recently 

made to refinish the 

wooden flooring 

around the organ 

console and north 

side choir stalls. We 

have a ñMaster 

Floor Finisherò in 

the Buildings Team, 

Alan Farrington (this 

is one of his many 

roles at church) and 

based upon the 

success at the High 

Altar I set him a 

challenging target to 

complete the work 

to his usual very 

high standards 

whilst increasing his 

productivity rate. 

The level of detail on the preparation of the pre finish staining was 

considerable and his wife took on an inspection role to ensure that 

high standards were maintained throughout the staining process. 

The final stages of finishing were completed during the early part of 

the week to allow suitable drying time for the organ to be used for 

our Sunday service; and he achieved his project target. The south 
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side choir stall flooring is now on his project schedule so just keep an 

eye on weekly progress in that area.
